Curriculum:  All instruction is in English with the exception of French language classes, which are offered in first through twelfth grade.  Students are offered a standard American school curriculum with the addition of Bible, which is required by all students.

Graduation Requirements:  22 units plus 1 unit of Bible for every year enrolled at Dakar Academy:  4 English, 3 Social Studies (including US History II), 2 Math, 2 Science, 1 P.E., .5 Health, 2 Foreign Language, 7.5 electives.  Dakar Academy does not provide grade rankings for our students.
Staff:  DA employs approximately 60 full and part time expatriate administrators, teachers, dorm parents, and office staff.  ALL STAFF are considered to be MISSIONARIES and receive housing, medical benefits, and a small subsidy as part of their benefits package.  The majority are U.S. or Canadian citizens.  Additionally, over 20 Senegalese nationals are employed by the school as maintenance and custodial staff.

Facilities:  DA is situated on six acres in a suburban residential area eleven kilometers from downtown Dakar.  The campus includes three educational buildings, an administrative/library building, a lunch shelter, two 40-bed dormitories, staff apartments, and three staff duplexes.  Other facilities include off-campus staff housing, four off-campus dormitories, a ball court for tennis, volleyball and basketball, a playground, and an athletic field for soccer and track.
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
